The UOAC Telfer Accounting Conference is a one day event that will be taking place on March 13",
2010 within the Telfer School of Management’s Desmarais Building.

The goal of this event is for our lower year business students to meet accounting industry insiders
through a series of workshops, competitive accounting-oriented cases, and a formal networking
event. This is important in helping you our new students to choose an appropriate career path, and
gain a new unique and valuable experience that will engage and inspire you towards a possible career
in the field of accounting.

ACTIVITIES

SPEAKERS’ SERIES WORKSHOP

Do you wonder what each accounting designation is for? What are the differences between big
accounting firms and smaller accounting firms? How do | get to work for an accounting organization?
And what exactly is accounting?

Well this is a place for you to find out. During this one hour workshop hosted by the Institute of
Chartered Accountants of Ontario (ICAO), KPMG, Collins Barrow, and Certified Management
Accountants of Ontario (CMA) these respectable association and firms will be first talk about their
lines of work (for example The Life of a CA and the Life of a CMA); their recruitment process; what
each designations offers; what each firms offers; and what they look for in a student. After they
present you will have a chance to get any of your burning questions answered by the professional.
This is a good chance to get up and personal with the employers and learn everything about the field
of accounting before the September 2010 recruitment session commences.

CASE STUDY 101

As a first and second year student you probably do not have a great deal of case cracking experience.
Or you are probably very nervous in presenting in front of a panel of judges?

We are also a hosting a 30 minutes workshop to get you prepped for the case competition world. In
this workshop we will be teaching you on how to be successful in Case Study Presentations. (For
example: how to do a case crack effectively, the best ways to present your solutions, and how to
answer judges’ questions with efficiency.) This workshop not only is beneficial to your case
competition in the afternoon but, for your future as a Bachelor of Commerce student as you will be
facing them more than ever as you progress.
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CASE COMPETITION

As a first and second year student within the Telfer School of Management we are not expecting that
you know everything about the field of accounting. The afternoon’s case competition comprises of 2
categories, one for year 1 of the studies and another one for year 2 of studies. The one for first year of
studies is comprised of basic business knowledge with a hint of very introductory financial accounting
comprehension. The one for second years also comprised of basic business knowledge and an infusion
of financial and managerial accounting. Each case will be only one page. There will be 2 to 3 people on
each team and three judges on the panel. Competitors will be have exactly one hour to solve the case
and up to 15 minutes to present the case. The competitors will be judged on their presentation, the
use of accounting and business information, and the solutions of the case, how they answered judges’
questions and overall performance. They will then wait 5 minutes outside the room and be brought
inside of the room for instant feedback and comments on the case that they just presented. Each
team will be comprised of 2 people. You may register with a friend but, if you do not have anyone to
register with we will pair you up with someone.

ROUND TABLE NETWORKING

A slight twist to the typical networking concept. Each table will be made up by two experts/mentors
and a mix of competitors, allowing both students and professionals alike to network amongst each
other. A rotation of mentors will occur every 10 minutes to give equal opportunity to everyone. In
each rotation, the mentor will greet new students and answer questions that the conference
attendees have, talk about his/her own experiences, and build contacts amongst each other.
Following the networking session we will be having the award ceremony dinner to announce the
winners for the day’s competitions. We have a wide variety of professional attendees at this
networking session from accounting firms to accounting designation representatives to governmental
agency employers. You do not want to miss this once-in-life networking opportunities.
